The region has running resource
centers in metal working, mechani-
cal engineering, housing and com-
munal services. Besides, two Omsk
universities have already started pr-
ofessional training in nanotechnolo-
gies. The further prospects include
establishment of an inter-regional
centre for training experts in nanot-
echnologies.

The region is seriously engaged
in arranging exhibitions and fairs
mostly aimed at innovative produ-
cts promotion. A modern congress
centre, which is an important elem-
ent in developing international and
inter-regional communications, was
built in the regional centre.

A unifying mechanism for imple-
mentation of the regional strategy in
the new economic platform is form-
ed by five largest regional clusters.
Their basic vector for development
points at updating available produ-
ction and applying state-of-the-art
technologies for a full cycle of raw
materials processing, as well as
manufacturing products with high
value-added cost.

Priorities of the small and medi-
um business support program were
specially re-arranged to meet the lo-
gics of the cluster development. In
this respect the number of support
forms increased twice in 2009-2010,
and budgetary financing increased
11 times. It enables successful im-
plementation of the whole range of
projects joining groups of efficient
and innovative small companies to
large manufacturers.

Besides, Regional Act Ne 1249-
O3 "On public private partnership
in the Omsk Region" dated 6th Ap-
ril 2010 was adopted back in 2010.
It enables the generation of a valid
basis for implementing public and
private partnership based projects.
In 2011 Moodys Investors Service
rating agency fixed the credit rating
of the Omsk Region at Ba2 level by

raw materials. Machines, equipment
and vehicles, food and agricultural
raw materials, chemical products,
metals and products thereof domi-
nate in imported goods.

Products from the Omsk are
delivered to over 65 countries all
over the world. The major comm-
ercial partners of the region incl-
ude Kazakhstan, the Netherlands,
Germany, Italy, Czech Republic,
France, Kirghizia, and Ukraine.
Investment interaction with foreign
partners is growing fast. In 2010 the
Omsk regional economy received
544 min. USD of foreign investmen-
ts, which is 11.2% more than in 2009.
Investors from the CIS countries
(Kazakhstan, Belarus, Ukraine, Uzb-
ekistan, etc.) and from other foreign
countries (Cyprus, the Netherlands,
Austria, Switzerland, Germany, the
British Virgin Islands, etc.) are ex-
pressing their interest in the Omsk
Region. In 2010 investments were
received from 62 countries altoge-
ther.

Foreign investors mostly inve-
st in wholesale trade, food prod-
uction and chemical production.
Foreign capital accumulated by the
end of December, 2010 amounted
to 1,074.4 min. USD, which is 24.5%
more than as of the end of Decem-
ber 2009.

Over 470 enterprises with forei-
gn capital are incorporated and ca-
rry out their business in the region.
Back in 2009 "Omsklidagromash”, a
joint Russian and Belorussian com-
pany engaged in Belarus combines
assembly and release started its
business.

To illustrate foreign partners’ ac-
tivity we can mention execution of
an agreement between the Omsk
Regional Government, the German
company "Centrotherm Photovolta-
ics AG" and the Group Companies
"Titan" (the Omsk Region) back in
September, 2009, which intends to
develop long-term cooperation and
mutually advantageous partnership
in investment business. According
to the executed instrument the Ge-
rman and the Russian companies
supported by Regional Government

start joint implementation of the pro-
ject on construction of a polycrysta-
lline factory with the annual capacity
of 10 thousand tons.

None of the large investment pr-
ojects have been suspended in the
region as of now. A calcium silicate
brick factory, a bread-baking plant, a
grain elevator, a number of large tr-
ading complexes ("IKEA", "MEGA",
"AUCHAN", "OBI", "Leroy Merlin", a
second "Lenta" complex) were put
to operation back in 2009, reconstr-
uction of Ibis (Accor) hotel in Omsk
was completed.

On February 10th, 2010 represen-
tatives from the Republican Unitary
Enterprise "Gomel Agricultural Mec-
hanical Engineering Plant" (Belarus)
visited the Omsk Region on busine-
ss. During the business meeting the
Government of the Omsk Region,
the Belarus company and the Open
Joint-Stock Company "Distribution
Center "Sibirskaya" executed a me-
morandum on establishing a joint
production for assembling combine
harvesters K3C-7 "Polesye-Omsk".
The first lot of machines has already
been released. The production vol-
ume is expected to increase to 300
units from 2011.

Furthermore a number of invest-
ment projects with Kazakhstan are
efficiently implemented, the largest
being "Omsk Agroindustrial Clust-
er". It implies the establishment of
a single technological, product and
raw materials chain, which unites a
number of petrochemistry and agri-
cultural productions.

Besides, there is an arrangem-
ent for OO0 "Simpelkamp GmbH"
(a German company) participation in
building a plant for oriented strand
board production in Tarsk district,
the Omsk Region.

The regional government conduc-
ts active policy of international cont-
acts development, in view whereof:

— presentations of trade and eco-
nomic, scientific and technical, cu-
Itural and educational potential of
the Omsk Region abroad are held;
foreign delegations representing offici-
al and business circles are received;

— international and inter-regional
fairs, forums, conferences, semina-
rs and business meetings are arran-
ged.

Chinese auth-
orities are currently launching con-
struction of the irrigational channel
Black Irtysh-Karamai of over 300
km long and 22 m wide. According
to experts, it will take 20 percent of
the annual Irtysh drain, which may
result in the river shallowing within
a short period of time. It threate-
ns serious ecological catastrophe
for the enormous Siberian regions.
Leonid Polezhaev, the Governor of
the Omsk Region, was the first to ra-
ise the Irtysh problem at the national
level. To ensure stable water supply
of Omsk City the Regional Govern-
ment back in 2007 decided to build
the Krasnogorsk run-of-river water-
retaining hydraulic structure. The ne-
cessity for such a facility proceeds
from a drastic fall in the river level
due to growing water withdrawal in
China and Kazakhstan. Construction
of a water-retaining hydraulic stru-
cture on the Irtysh River in Siberia
is a strategic project which affects
vital interests not only of the Omsk
Region, but of other regions as well,
namely the Tyumen Region, Khanty-
Mansiysk and Yamal-Nenets areas.
The projected length of the rese-
rvoir will constitute 65 km, with the
volume of 123 million cubic meters.
Construction of the hydraulic stru-
cture is supported by the regional
target program for 2010-2014 and
is included in the arrangements
for Omsk 300-anniversary celeb-
ration in 2016, arrangements for
which were approved by the Rus-
sian Government. The total facility
cost constitutes 9.3 billion Roubles.
Construction of a hydrotechnical co-
mplex will provide reliable water su-
pply to Omsk, navigation and will pr-
event further shallowing of the river,
which currently is reaching its critic-
al levels. The hydraulic structure will
include an earth dam, a spillway with
a system of hydraulic shutters and
an ice facility, a navigable sluice and
a fish facility. The hydraulic structu-
re complex will be constructed 1814
km from the river mouth to the north
of Omsk by Krasnaya Gorka village.
According to the construction sche-
dule for major constructions of Kra-

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snogorsky water-retaining hydraulic
structure, erection of earthen cross-
pieces for head and tail waters of the
left-bank overflow dam is scheduled
for 2011, together with commencem-
ent of a chamber and a sluice head,
and erection of a concrete overflow
dam. This year 635 million Roub-
les are allocated for all the works,
including 300 million Roubles from
the regional budget and 335 million
Roubles from the federal budget.
The Omsk hydraulic structure was
projected so as to minimize risks
of flooding settlements adjoining
the river alignment, but at the same
time to provide an optimum water
raise level in the Irtysh River in the
dam influence zone. The most favo-
rable alignment was selected for the
facility construction, not very deep
but with a strong basis. It will be an
interesting, beautiful construction,
elegant in terms of hydraulic engi-
neering. Besides a rise in the water
level will bring out more comfortable
nature place in this area. Construct-
ion of the Omsk hydraulic structure
is not a complicated project from
the technical point of view, but its
importance for existing and future
generations of Omsk citizens can
hardly be overestimated. m

Regional authorities give particular

attention to social security issues, with
special attention paid to veterans, of
course. Pensions and allowances grow
from year to year, reduced fare vouc-
hers for sanatoria and health resorts
are granted. Targeted assistance in the
course of houses gasification, granting
utilities cost benefits, free housing and
vehicles continue. Veterans and other
social groups entitled for benefits may
purchase food at reduced prices thro-
ugh a specialized store chain "Veter-
an".
Regional authorities show especial
care for those who needs state prote-
ction most of all. They include low-in-
come families and families with many
children, orphans, lonely mothers,
pensioners. The region supported by
the federal centre has for many years
implemented priority national projects
aimed at improvement of demographic
situation, health care, housing, better
education and other social benefits.

Activities for improvement of living
standards of Kursk citizens, prosperity
and development of the Kursk Province
are also carried out as part of regional
target programs. It, first of all, includes
improvement of maternal and child hea-
Ith, health improvement and recreation
for the youth, patriotic upbringing of yo-
ung citizens, ensuring comfortable livi-
ng conditions, social support for those
in need. Environmental issues are also
given much consideration. Thousands
of Kursk citizens cooperate annually to
make their native land a cleaner and be-
tter place to live. Ecological actions on
cleaning the coast, coastal territories,
and forests from garbage are arranged,
thousands of trees are planted, various
ecological competitions and contests
are held. For over ten years Kursk citi-
zens support and hold such events as
Days of Protection against Environmen-
tal Threat, Park Marches, etc. The youth
is actively involved in these activities,
young boys and girls living in Kursk get
together to protect and preserve their
environment, to share its importance
with everyone around.

The Kursk Region management,
in turn, takes all reasonable steps to
support the younger generation, to
make life of Kursk children the best
possible.

Kindergartens and new schools are
constructed and reconstructed in the
region, sports complexes, football and
playgrounds in yards of educational ins-
titutions and apartment blocks appear.

Due to systematic work carried
out by tutorship and guardianship
authorities the region has reached
significant results in solving family
and children problems, decreasi-
ng the level of social orphanhood.
The regional management gives
special care to families with many
children and young families, work on
granting social allowances for imp-
rovement of housing conditions. At
the same time payment of monthly
grants for a second, third and foll-
owing child as part of the regional
target program "Improvement of the
Demographic Situation in the Kursk
Region" continues.

Care for future generations is
the most reliable, clever and nob-
le investment, therefore the Kursk
Region management considers ed-
ucation development a priority and
a strategic goal. There are a lot of
genuine professionals among Kursk
teachers, who love and understand
children, enjoy their work, constan-
tly improve their skills, master best
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practices and new technologies.
Majority of schoolchildren of the re-
gion currently study in compliance
with modern requirements. Material
and technical facilities of schools
are constantly updated, innovative
programs are implemented. Many
teachers get support from the regi-
onal and federal budgets as part of
the priority national project "Educa-
tion". | am sure that due to such care
schoolchildren achieve better resu-
Its in academic studies, sports and
creative activity, their education is
more balanced.

Certain positive changes in the de-
mographic situation of the Kursk Reg-
ion are planned. A number of activities
intended for birth rate increase, family
institution strengthening, maternal care,
mortality rate decrease, migration incr-
ease are carried on in Kursk.

The Kursk Region is currently ex-
periencing spiritual renewal, steady
development, increase of its econ-
omic potential, is strengthening its
mutually advantageous cooperation
with Russian and foreign partners.
Our region is among the largest in
iron-ore raw materials, electric pow-
er and agricultural production in the
Central Russia.

ACHIEVEMENT OF THE
UN MILLENNIUM DEVELOPMENT
GOALS IN THE KURSK REGION

Goal #1.
Eradicate extreme
poverty and hunger

Cash income and proportion of po-
pulation below minimum cost of living,
together with the cost of a consumer
goods basket and cost of living per ca-
pita constitute the major indicators for a
standard of living in the region.

Executive authorities of the Kursk
Region carry out systematic complex
activities to increase salary of non-bu-
dgetary employees. According to Kur-
skstat an average monthly salary in the
region for all companies in 2010 const-
ituted 13,900 Roubles.

In 2010 and in the first quarter of
2011 the number of registered unem-
ployed citizens in the Kursk Region
didn’t change and constitutes 10.1 th-
ousand people, the level of registered
unemployment has decreased from
82 %to 7.1 %.

The Kursk regional Duma has pa-
ssed the Act on minimum cost of li-
ving in the Kursk Region and the Act
on cost of living for a pensioner in
the Kursk Region with a view of es-

tablishing a social additional payme-
nt to a pension for 2011. The amou-
nt of a cost living for a pensioner in
2011 has constituted 4406 Roubles.
In order to improve living conditions
of elderly citizens and disabled citiz-
ens in state residential social service
institutions, to give targeted social
assistance to certain social categori-
es the regional target program "Upg-
rading state residential social service
institutions and giving targeted social
assistance to unemployed pensione-
rs assigned for old-age and disability
pensions for 2009-2011" is under imp-
lementation. The regional program for
targeted social assistance (in the form
of cash payments) to separate social
categories for gasification of houses
or apartments has also been running
since 2006.

Various types of social payments,
grants, compensations of 65 types are
the basis of the national system of so-
cial support management in the Kursk
Region.

Pursuant to the Federal Act "On
welfare payments to citizens with
children" over 70 thousand low-
income families currently receive
monthly grants. Since 2006 families
have received a monthly grant of
2,000 Roubles for a second child
and of 3,000 Roubles for a third and
any following child at the regional
budget expense until a baby turns
three years.

Since 2008 families with children
have been granted additional social
support, i.e. a lump-sum and month-
ly grant for a child born to a family of
a military man on a call-up service; a
lump sum when a child is adopted.
Pursuant to the Act on national su-
pport of families with children in the
Kursk Region low-income student
families with children receive a mo-
nthly grant of 800 Roubles, families
with 8 children and more receive a
monthly grant of 5,500 Roubles.

The specialized chain store and
departments “Veteran” has been
operating in the region since 2001,
where citizens of the Kursk Region
from groups entitled to social ben-
efits can purchase essential food
products with a 40 % discount.
13 state residential social service
institutions for elderly and disabled
people are functioning in the region.

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Since 2011 the region has accepted
for implementation the regional tar-
get program "Execution of national
obligations on housing the social
categories specified in the Feder-
al Act on additional guarantees on
social support for orphan children
and children without parental care
for 2011-2015". The total financing
of the program at the expense of
the regional budget will amount to
1,875.1 million Roubles in 2011-2015.
A regional program with financing of
2,120 thousand Roubles for supp-
orting social adaptation of military
men dismissed from the Russian
army, and their family members was
approved for another period from
2011 through 2014.

Achieve universal
primary education

There are 21 boarding schools of dif-
ferent types in the Kursk Region, where
2,781 minor children stay twenty four
hours and receive academic tuition.

hematics and science study TIMSS
— 2011 in the 4th and the 8th grades.
The testing technologies center of
YZGU (Kursk GTU) monitors compe-
tence level of 4 grade students in Russ-
ian, mathematics and natural science.

In order to implement the federal
state educational standard (FSES)
for universal primary education the
science and education committee
of the Kursk Region has develop-
ed and approved a comprehensive
work plan, which sets out terms and
conditions for switching to FSES in
terms of organization, law and regu-
lations, human resources, scientific
methods, finance and information.
Legislative and program initiatives
in the Kursk Region on achievem-
ent of universal primary education.
The Kursk Region Act on education in
the Kursk Region sets out legal educa-
tional regulation throughout the region.
Pursuant to Ar. 14 of the above Act un-
iversal primary education constitutes
a part of universal education which is
described in curricula developed and
implemented by educational institu-

To ensure
implementation of the federal state
educational standard for the universal
primary education a set of actions was
carried out in the Kursk Region. Order
Ne 1322 of the Committee in science
and education of the Kursk Region da-
ted 24.12.2010 ratifies the Regulations
on the regional operator for ensuring
implementation of the federal state
educational standard for the universal
primary education in the Kursk Region;
the board of Committee in science and
education of the Kursk Region with su-
pport from deputies of the Kursk Regi-
onal Duma established a development
plan for the standard implementation.
A regional seminar on the issue "Ways
to implement continuity between prim-
ary and middle school in the situation
of switching to new educational stan-
dards" was arranged for experts from
educational boards, heads of regional
methodological offices.

In Kursk a 100 % of comprehensive
schools which switched to the federal
state educational standard for universal
primary education since September 1,
2011, have developed basic academ-
ic plans for schools. Basic academic
plans for universal primary education
were developed in 50 % of educational
institutions in the Kursk Region. 118 ed-
ucational institutions developed a draft
academic plan for primary education.
Employees of 4 educational institutions
have independently developed a basic
academic plan for primary school.

Goal # 3.

Promote gender
equality and empower
women

As of April 1,2011 1,059 of 1,458 civil
servants employed in governmental au-
thorities of the Kursk Region were wom-
en, which is 72.6% of the total number,
42% of top officials in public authorities
of the Kursk Region are women, the rela-
tive density of women in managers rese-
rve of the Kursk Region constitutes 56%.
3 of the 45 deputies in the Kursk Regio-
nal Duma are women, which constitutes
6.7% of the total number of legislators.
The situation with political parties is as
follows: the All-Russia Political Party
"United Russia" — 2 women of 33 depu-
ties (6%), the Russian Communist Party
— 1 woman of 6 deputies (16.7%). There
are no female members of the political
parties "Just Russia" and Russian Libe-
ral-Democratic Party in the region.

Hospital pediatric care is prov-
ided on 276 beds in day hospitals.
In 2010 the general disease inciden-
ce for children under 14 decreased
7.5% to the level of 2009. Teenag-
ers disease rate in 2010 increased
1.9%. Respiratory and digestion dis-
eases dominate in children diseases.
79,652 children (516 per 1000) and 33-
,783 teenagers (973 per 1000) receive
medical check-ups. In 2010 the number
of routine podiatrist examination incre-
ased by 3.8%.

As part of the regional target prog-
ram "Prevention and Control of Socia-
lly Important Diseases for 2007-2011"
immune medicine for the amount of
4,702.9 thousand Roubles was purch-
ased in 2010. Vaccines for the amount
of over 57 million Roubles were pur-
chased at the expense of the federal
budget. 340 thousand children were va-
ccinated, which amounted to over 95%.
2650 socially disadvantaged families
having 4600 children were under ped-
iatric supervision in 2010. Social case
work is carried out for such families.

Since 2006 regional target progra-
ms for improvement of children status
and overall demographic situation have
been running in the Kursk Region. They
include "Improvement of the Demogra-
phic Situation in the Kursk Region" and
"Social Support and Advancement of
Children in the Kursk Region", which is
annually financed in the amount of 12.7
million Roubles.

Implementation of regional target pr-
ograms has brought positive dynamics
in the regional demographic situation:
in 2010 (compared to 2009) the birth
rate increased by 1.8% and constituted
11.2 babies per 1000 people; mortality
rate decreased by 1.7% and constituted

The most significant activities
in terms of social care include constr-
uction and commissioning of a regio-
nal children infectious hospital (2008)
and a regional perinatal centre (2010)
in Kursk.

As part of the subprogram "Healthy
Generation" of the program "Social Su-
pport and Advancement of Children in
the Kursk Region" regional health care
institutions get equipped with state-of-
the-art equipment, reagents for screen-
ing pregnant women for virus diseases,
laparoscopy tools.

ter health and children social status
indicators in 2006-2010, including
lower infant mortality rate of 35.3%.
The regional program "Social Support
and Advancement of Children in the
Kursk Region" was approved and is
running in the region, which includes
a number of measures intended to pr-
otect maternal and children health. The
program provides for active participa-
tion of regional mass media in forming
guidelines for healthy lifestyle and res-
ponsible maternity.

Pregnant women, women in child-
birth, maternity patients with complica-
ted pregnancy get obstetric and pedia-
tric assistance in the regional perinatal
center equipped with state-of-the-art
and unique medical devices.

During antenatal period pregna-
nt women get free medicine under
patrimonial certificates from funds
allocated to medical and preventive
treatment institutions, to prevent pr-
egnancy and delivery complications.
Primary health services are provided
in medical and obstetric centers with
further referral to central regional ho-
spitals; in the regional cities primary
health services are provided by mate-
rnity welfare centers. All those health
care institutions receive health care
educational literature. Programs for
maternal training and physiological pr-
eparation for child birth are developed.
Maternity welfare centers are equipped
with televideo units for demonstration
of educational films on obstetrics and

gynecology.
A Center for family planning, wh-

F

ere experts in various fields work,
operates in the Kursk Region.
Maternal mortality rate is15.9 per 100
000 live-born.

Teenage mothers under 16 in 2010
amounted to 115.

The number of injured women disa-
bled for 1 and more workdays in 2010
constituted 111. There was no female
fatality reported.

Goal #6.
Combat HIV/AIDS
and other diseases

Total 1,003 HIV-infected were regist-
ered in the Kursk Region, including 60%
of local people.

125 HIV-infected were registered in
2010, no children among these.

The ways of HIV infection include
parenteral drug taking (5.2% of newly
registered HIV-infection cases); heter-
osexual way (82 %), for 2.8% cases the
reason for HIV-infection could not be
determined.

Only 105 children were born from
HIV-infected women in the region, inc-
luding 19 in 2010. All patients went thr-
ough three-stage chemical preventive
treatment. Percentage of perinatal HIV
transfer in the Kursk Region constitut-
es 2.06 %. There were no perinatal HIV
transfers registered in 2010.

The number of children under reg-
ular medical check-up until HIV-status
verification, who were born from HIV-
infected mothers, constitutes 30.

As part of the priority national health

In order to regulate environmental
situation, to ensure improved enviro-
nment, rational resource conservation
the target program "Environment and
Natural Resources of the Kursk Regi-
on" was developed and is implemented
in the Kursk Region. The target prog-
ram "Environment and Pure Water in
the Kursk Region" is implemented in
the Kursk Region to resolve issues
with drinking water supply for rural po-
pulation.

There is a tendency for stabilization
of air quality in the regional cities thou-
gh its pollution is still very high.

Major water industry problems of the
Kursk Region include pollution and en-
cumber of water protection zones by ri-
vers and artificial reservoirs, ponds and
water basins with household garbage,
and extremely poor state of treatment
facilities. As part of projected water ind-
ustry activities small rivers are cleaned,
flood-protection works are performed,
hydraulic engineering facilities are rep-
aired, and municipal and rural areas are
drained and prevented from floods, wh-
ich also facilitates better environmental
situation and living conditions.

Increasing anthropogenic en-
vironmental load causes a more
important role of specially prot-
ected natural areas. The Central
Chernozem State Natural Biosphe-
re Reserve named after professor
V. V. Alekhin is situated in the
Kursk Region and constitutes a real
pearl of the Kursk area. Its many
years of existence have contribu-
ted significantly to the treasury of
scientific and practical knowledge
of European forest-steppe ecosys-
tems, the reserve is of high signif-
icance for the international system
of specially protected natural areas,
having the status of UNESCO bio-
sphere complex, it holds the Dipl-
oma of the Council of Europe. The
total area of the reserve constitutes
5,287.4 hectares.

Arrangements and maintenan-
ce of specially protected natural
areas of regional significance are
made as part of the regional target
program "Environment and Natural
Resources of the Kursk Region".

Region currently have the status of
specially protected natural areas of
regional significance:

Goal #1. Eradicate
extreme poverty
and hunger

The Moscow region provides soci-
al support in forms of monetary bene-
fits and benefits in—kind to 2.3 million
people, including 1.8 million elderly
citizens. Social support is given to
pensioners, disabled people, disad-
vantages people, large and disadvan-
taged families raising children and ot-
her population groups. Assistance is
targeted and depends on recipient’s
financial circumstance or presence of
harsh life conditions.

Legislative and regulative base for
social support of the population was
established in the region. The follow-

Social assistance to the population
is carried out in the form of benefits,
monthly allowances, state social help,
targeted material aid, pension supple-
ments and other monetary payments.
Social assistance is also given in the
form of free travel surface passenger
transport on the territory of the Mos-
cow Region and Moscow city, railway
transportation of the suburban routes
and free provision of prescribed med-
ications. To provide these social me-
asures over 53 billion Roubles were
allocated in 2011 by the Moscow Re-
gion (funds, allocated for Ministry’s
responsibility on social security for
the population of the Moscow Region
and transport servicing of population
groups entitled to benefits).

Payments towards residential and
public utilities bills are the most sig-
nificant measures of state social as-
sistance. Over 1.8 million citizens of
the Region receive social assistance.
Over 20.2 billion Roubles were alloca-
ted for social assistance in 2011 (12.8
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billion Roubles from the regional bu-
dged and 7.4 billion — from the fede-
ral budget). More than 300 thousand
citizens with low incomes citizens
receive benefits towards payment of
residential and public utilities bills.
For this purpose the regional budget
allocated funds to the sum of 3.8 bil-
lion Roubles.

Provision of social services by st-
ate social institutions is an important
sphere of social care. Currently 213
general social care institutions oper-
ate in the Moscow Region.

Citizens of the region are provided
with the following social services:

— home social care, social service
in day care and inpatient care;

— annual social services in inpati-
ent care institutions (nursing homes,
both general and specialised) are
received by over 6 thousand elderly
citizens and disabled people;

— payment for residency in a nurs-
ing home amounts to 75% of a resid-
ent’s pension.

Annually over 15 thousand people
receive social service in day care in-
stitutions, over 54 thousand — home
social care. Social service in day care
and at homes is provided free of cha-
rge, for partial or full payment depen-
ding on a citizen’s income.

Goal # 2.
Achieve universal
primary education

The number of street children
under 18 in the Moscow region in
2010 was 2097, which is 8.2% less
than in 2009. According to the data
of the Ministry of Internal Affairs, 941
persons were detected over 6 mont-
hs of 2011, of which: 67 persons were
from other regions, 52 persons — from
CIS countries.

The number of children in board-
ing schools of various kinds in the
Moscow region as of 20.09.2010 was
6234 persons, including:

— 4596 children studying at special
boarding schools;

— 1311 children studying at general
education boarding schools;

— 327 children studying at boar-
ding schools for orphan children.

— methodical recommendations on
the organization of extracurricular ac-
tivities at educational institutions of
the Moscow region within the frame-
work of the introduction of the FSES
of Primary General Education

— algorithm of the activities of mu-
nicipal education management bo-
dies for introduction of the FSES of
Primary General Education;

— algorithm of the activities of the
heads of educational institutions of the
Moscow region for the introduction of
the FSES of Primary General Educat-
ion.

All the aforesaid documents were
developed in compliance with the re-
quirements of the Standard, contain
the directions of managerial activities
for introduction of the Federal State
Educational Standards and may be
a benchmark for the heads of edu-
cational institutions and municipal
methodical services in the course of
introduction of the FSES.

The executed work had a complex
character (including changes in the
legal framework, methodological su-
pport, professional development sy-
stem, quality estimation system) and
covered all levels (institutions, muni-
cipal bodies of education managem-
ent, methodical services, Ministry of
Education of the region).

Main medico—demographic characte-
ristics

Steady growth of the birth rate is
observed in the Moscow region. In a
decade the number of children born
increased by 64% from 47,234 (2000)
to 77,288 in 2010. Especially fast gr-
owth of the birth rate was registered
in the last three years.

In comparison with 2009 (11.1) the
birth rate increased by 2.7% in 2010
and amounted to 11.4 per 1000 peop-

In connection with the developme-
nt of high reproductive technologies
of curing female sterility the number
of multiple births is growing steadily
in the Moscow region: 623 in 2008,
678 in 2009, 707 in 2010. 650-700 fe-

males under 18 give birth annually
in the Moscow region; thus, in 2010
their number was 671.

Over 10 years the high-level in-
dicator of child mortality decreased
twofold and amounted to 6.7 per 1000
live-born in 2010. (13.7 in 2000, 7.5 in
2009). In the last three years only the
indicator of perinatal mortality decr-
eased in the Moscow region from 7.5
to 7.0 per 1000 children born.

The total disease incidence of new
born infants with mass in excess of
1000 grams, amounted to 583.5 per
1000 children born in the Moscow
region in 2010 (649.4%o in 2009). Di-
sease incidence for premature new
born infants decreased somewhat
and was equal to 2398.3%o (2828.5%o
in 2009).

Health status of non-adults

The decrease of the total disease

previous year by 6.3% and amounted
to 2006.4 per 1000 adolescent childr-
en (1888.0%in 2009).

For epidemic parotitis the disea-
se incidence of children decreased
from 5.22 per 100 thousand children
in 2009 to 2.32 in 2010, for rubella the
same decreased from 40.59 in 2009
to 1.04 in 2010.

For the preservation of healthy ch-
ildren, preventive examinations are
conducted annually at educational
institutions, following the results wh-
ereof diagnostic and treatment mea-
sures are planned and carried out in
a timely manner.

248.5 thousand children attended
pre-school educational institutions
in 2010. Preventive examination of
100% of pupils of pre—school educ-
ational institutions in decreed ages
was carried out. 45.8% of them were
healthy (44.1% in 2009); morphofun-
ctional deviations in the health stat-
us of 43.6% of children were detected
(47% in 2009), 9.6% of them suffered
from chronic illnesses in the comp-
ensation stage (8.3% in 2009), 1% of
them suffered from chronic illnesses
in the sub—compensation stage (0.6%
in 2009). In comparison with health
survey data for 2009 the share of ch-
ildren suffering from chronic illness-
es increased, especially for children
suffering from chronic illnesses in
the sub—compensation stage. This
is connected with the fact that spe-
cialized groups are being opened at
pre-school educational institution for
children with serious pathologies.

Over 2.3 thousand specialized gr-
oups for children with various devi-
ations in their health status operat-
ed at pre-school institutions of the
Moscow region in 2010, 119 whereof
were organized during the last year.
20.0% of pupils of pre—school educ-
ational institution are registered for
dispensary observation. Following
the results of preventive examinatio-
ns, the group of children whose reg-
istration for dispensary observation
was cancelled somewhat increased
owing to implementation and use of
health-improving technologies at
pre-school educational institutions.
The health of 73.9% of all children at-
tending educational institutions was
improved in 2010.

588.5 thousand children studied
at pre-school educational institutio-
ns in 2010. Preventive examination of
100% of pupils of general education
institution in decreed ages (over 335
thousand persons) was carried out.
4.5% of examined pupils were regis-
tered for dispensary observation for
the first time, 26.1% of all pupils are
under dispensary observation, which
is somewhat higher than the same in
2009 (24.1%).

The share of healthy children amo-
ng decreed groups of pupils is 37.1%
(I health group; 38.2% in 2009), mor-
phofunctional abnormalities in 45.5%
of pupils were detected (Il health gr-
oup; 45.8% in 2009); it was detected
that 17.4% of pupils suffered from
chronic illness at various stages
of compensation (lll, IV, V health gro-
ups; 16% in 2009).

Following the results of prevent-
ive examinations, 72.4% of children
with any abnormalities detected for
the first time were examined additi-
onally for the purpose of updating of
diagnosis.

The total disease incidence (in ter-
ms of appealability) of pupils of gen-
eral education institutions decreased
also by 5.5% in comparison with the
same characteristic for 2009 and am-
ounted to 1257.4%.

Eight health centers for children
were organized in the Moscow region
in 2010. The centers were equipped
with necessary modern medical dev-
ices and the health care practioners
were trained.

The work on the development of
healthy life-style schools and sch-
ools for children suffering from di-
abetes, bronchial asthma, obesity,
allergic dermatosis was continued in
children’s polyclinics in the Moscow
region in 2010.

For the first time since 2002 the
number of homeless and neglected
children somewhat decreased (by
6.4%) with respect to the figures for
previous years (from 3.1 to 2.9 per
1000 children).

The age structure of this category of
children changed as a whole. The share
of children under 4 years has increased,
and the share of children over 7 years
has decreased starting from 2006.

3,127 children of this category
were admitted for treatment at pedi-
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atric hospitals in 2010; 48.9% of them
were children under 4 years.

Over 52% neglected and homeless
minors were delivered to hospitals by
police officers. The share of children
in the tender age detected for the fi-
rst time by personnel in health care
facilities was 16.8%.

When comparing incidence rates
for children of this category admitted
to hospitals, an increase by 3.3% in
total incidence rate and the same for
virulent diseases by 15.2% was ob-
served, a decrease in the incidence
rate being observed for other classes
of diseases.

Among children admitted to hosp-
itals in 2010 over 12% of neglected
and homeless children were observ-
ed with no treatment being necessa-
ry. No facts of refusal in hospitalizat-
ion of children from this category
were registered over recent years.
Over 37.1% of children admitted to
hospitals were passed to parents or
legal representatives in 2010; the sh-
are of children who were adopted or
fostered exceeded 3.6%.

For the creation of optimal con-
ditions for care for, education and
medical treatment of children in the
tender age additional paramedical
personnel and tutors were employed
in many hospitals in accordance with
the Regulation of the Governor of the
Moscow region.

All municipalities obtained sub-
ventions for the provision of food,
clothes, footwear and soft goods for
the said category of children placed
in medical and preventive treatme-
nt institutions under the Law of the
Moscow region No. 248/2007-0Z of
29.12.2007.

14,207 children from 8,991 families
being in socially dangerous situation
were under the care of pediatricians
in children’s polyclinics of the Mosc-
ow region municipalities in 2010.

— redistribution of a part of assist-
ance for population from hospitals to
outpatient facilities.

For the purpose of rational use of
material, technical and human reso-
urces, more complete satisfaction of
the need of children in specialized
types of medical care at large health
care institutions of the region based
on the analysis of the nature of hou-
sing, existing patient flows, transport
infrastructure and available resource
base subject to the standard need in
beds for children inter-district med-
ical centers (divisions) for rendering
medical assistance to children are
organized.

The Ministry of Public Health of the
Moscow region jointly with the Mosc-
ow regional fund of obligatory health
insurance developed the program
"Modernization of health protection
in the Moscow region in the years
2011 and 2012".

For eventual implementation in
2011 in accordance with the Fiscal
Code this program was included in
the existing long-term target progr-
am of the Moscow region "Prevent-
ion of and fight against diseases of
a social nature in the Moscow region
from 2009 to 2011" as a subprogram.
Within the framework of the impleme-
ntation of the regional target program
"Maintenance of road traffic security
in the territory of the Moscow region
over from 2007 to 2010" medical eq-
uipment for municipal medical instit-
ution carrying out secondary care in
districts and cities of the region was
purchased.

Training of personnel of services
engaged in mitigation of conseque-
nces of motor vehicle accidents for
delivery of health care to persons
injured in RTI was organized. STSI
officers of the Moscow region und-
erwent training at the department of
professional improvement of doctors
of the Moscow regional scientific re-
search clinical institute named after
M.A. Viadimirsky. 853 STSI officers
of the Moscow region were trained
during 2 years.

The departmental target program
"Formation of the healthy life—sty-
le of the population of the Moscow
region in 2010" was implemented in
Moscow Region in 2010; within the
framework of implementation there-
of 8 health centers for children were
organized in 2010.

Interdepartmental target progra-
ms "Prevention of crimes and oth-
er violations of law in the territory
of the Moscow region from 2009
to 2011", "Prevention of excessive
use of alcoholic products and alco-
hol addiction among the population
of the Moscow region from 2011 to
2013" were developed and are cur-
rently implemented; they are inten-
ded for prevention in the expansion
of drug addiction, toxicomania, alc-
ohol addiction, including the same
among minors, in the territory of the
Moscow region.
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Goal # 5.

Improve maternal
health

The rate of maternal mortality in the
Moscow region decreased and rema-
ins permanently below the values of
this rate for the Russian Federation:
13.5 (22.0) in 2009, 15.7 per 100 000
live-born in 2010 (18.4 for the RF).

This was facilitated by an improv-
ement in provision of obstetric insti-
tutions with resources, development
of the service of intensive care of
pregnant women and obstetric pati-
ents, organization of the permanent
training of maternity obstetric service
personnel in the region. The decrease
of maternal mortality took place as a
result of organizational measures for
improvement in the medical care of
pregnant women from the high-risk
group, obstetric patients in a critical
state.

Twelve women, whose death may
qualify as maternal, died in the Mos-
cow region in 2010 (10 in 2009). Ex-
tragenital pathology, which caused
58% of deaths, predominates in the
structure of causes of maternal mo-
rtality. Seven women of the twelve
died from serious medical diseases
and complications thereof. Deaths of
four women were caused by reasons
connected with obstetrics: hemorrh-
age, gestosis, sepsis and anesthetic
complications. One woman died from
ectopic pregnancy. Four women out
of 12 (33%) died at home from acute
conditions: aneurism of large arteri-
es, pulmonary embolism.

In 2010 obstetric—gynecologic as-
sistance to women of the Moscow
region was rendered at two state ins-
titutions: "Moscow regional research
institute of obstetrics and gynecolo-
gy" and "Moscow regional perinatal
center" by 50 municipal maternity
obstetric services, of which six were
legally independent maternity hosp-
itals, 78 gynecology departments of
multi-field hospitals, as well as 316
medical and preventive treatment ins-
titution carrying out outpatient care.

In Moscow Region twelve matern-
ity obstetric services equipped with
medical equipment having intens-
ive care beds for women and new
born infants act as district centers,

at which pregnant women from the
high-risk group are hospitalized.
Owing to organization and the im-
provement of a progressive appro-
ach to the medical care of women
during the period of pregnancy the
share of births at large maternity
hospitals increased in 2010 by up
to 59% of the total number of birt-
hs at maternity obstetric services in
the region (52% in 2009). Thus, the
number of births at the State Health
Care Institution "Moscow Regional
Perinatal Center" where children are
given birth to by pregnant women
from the high-risk group increased
by 46% during three years (3122 in
2008, 4573 in 2010).

Over a decade the incidence of
gynecologic diseases in the Moscow
region increased in the main types
of diseases by 18-33%; at the same
time, from 2008 to 2010 a tendency
appeared for a decrease in the inc-
idences of inflammatory disease in
the uterine appendages (from 1367.3
in 2008 to 1265.4 per 100 thousand
of women over 18 years in 2010).
Secondary care of women from the
Moscow region is carried out at the
Moscow regional research institute
of obstetrics and gynecology and
Moscow regional perinatal center,
on which falls 20-22% of the whole
volume of obstetric—gynecologic care
in the region.

The following specialized centers
providing necessary consulting or
hospital care for pregnant women
and gynecologic patients functioned
on the basis of those two institutions
in 2010:

e Family planning center;

e Center of diagnostics and monit-
oring of birth defects of children;

* "Diabetes and pregnancy" center
Center for rendering of consulting
and medical assistance to women
with habitual noncarrying of pregn-
ancy;

* "Respiratory system pathology
and pregnancy" center;

* Gynecologic urology center;

* Gynecologic endocrinology ce-
nter;

* Menopause and osteoporosis
center;

e Center and school of uterine ce-
rvix pathology.

REGIONS OF RUSSIA

Health of the Moscow region for pre-
vention of unplanned pregnancy and
a decrease in the number of abort-
ions is of paramount importance in
the concept of female reproductive
health protection.

The Ministry of Public Health,
executive officers of municipal pu-
blic health services of the region
cooperate closely with the Russian
Orthodox Church when solving this
problem under "The agreement on
cooperation between the Moscow
Diocese of the Russian Orthodox
Church and the Ministry of Public
Health of Moscow Region". Curre-
ntly women are encouraged to visit
a clergyman for conversation upon
execution of the medical documen-
tation for abortion in 6 municipali-
ties; psychologists consult women
applying for an appointment card for
an abortion in 17 maternity welfare
centers of the Moscow region.

Implementation of the maternity
certificates program permitted the
provision of additional funds for
maternity obstetric services of the
Moscow region. About 800 medical
and preventive treatment institutions
engaged in obstetric and childhood
services took part in the implemen-
tation of the Priority National Project
"Health" and the maternity certifica-
tes program in 2010.

For improvement of obstetr-
ic—gynecologic and neonatal care
of the population of the region the
long-term target program of the
Moscow region "Improvement of
medical assistance to newborn in-
fants, pregnant women and moth-
ers in the Moscow region over the
period 2009 to 2012" was adopted
and is implemented, the program
objective being state support of
maternity and childhood, overcom-
ing of critical demographic trends,
development of physical infrastru-
cture and improvement in quality of
training of personnel for institutio-
ns of maternity obstetric services.
High-technology medical assistance
in the case of infertility has been re-
ndered to women of the Moscow re-
gion free of charge since 2007. This
right of women is envisaged by the
Law of the Moscow region "Measur-
es of social support for families and
children", the Governmental Regula-

The main qualitative characteristics
of the work of the obstetric service
are maternal and perinatal mortality.
All scientific research of the Moscow
regional research institute of obste-
trics and gynecology were intended
to decrease those characteristics, as
well as increasing the health of wom-
en in reproductive age, and the same
for future generations of women.
The departmental target program
"Applied scientific researches in
the field of health protection of the
Moscow regional research institute
of obstetrics and gynecology on op-
timization of delivery of health care
gynecologic patient, pregnant wom-
en and newborn infant in 2010" was
implemented in 2010.

Goal # 6.
Combat HIV /AIDS
and other diseases

2,561 HIV positive persons were
detected during 2010 for the first
time; 331 of them were children un-
der 15.

669 children born by HIV positive
mothers with an inconclusive test
for antibodies to HIV are under disp-
ensary observation at the respective
center.

The long-term target program
"Prevention of and fight against dise-
ases of a social nature in the Moscow
region" has been implemented in the
Moscow region since 2002; within the
framework thereof the subprogram
"Urgent measures for the prevention
in expansion of the disease caused
by the human immunodeficient virus
(HIV infection)" with annual stable fi-
nancing was developed and carried
out.

The following innovative methods
for rendering of preventive and medi-
cal assistance in case of HIV infection
have been implemented in the Mosc-
ow region since 2008:

- Integrated computer database
for registration of HIV positive pers-
ons AidsinfoSystem at the regional
AIDS Center and municipalities of the
Moscow region. A patient-specific re-
gister of HIV positive persons enab-
les estimation of the coverage with
dispensary observation, HAART and
antiviral therapy, perinatal chemopr-
ophylaxis. Furthermore, it permits the
tracing in an expeditious manner per-
sons who interrupt therapy, plan the
demand for medications for persons
continuing therapy, to analyze labor-
atory data for patients over time.

— District principles of work at the
Moscow regional Center for preve-
ntion of and fight against AIDS and
virulent disease and municipalities of
the Moscow region.

— District system of work of infec-
tion disease doctors with fixation of
districts on an area basis is introdu-
ced at the Center.

— District experts in the field of
HIV infections appointed from am-
ong doctors specializing in various
fields and performing organizing
functions facilitate the development
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and infrastructure of the service, take
preventive and antiepidemic measu-
res. Working data for any district is
included in criteria for estimation of
medical personnel work.

For bringing medical assistance
closer to population at the municipal
level:

— Infectious disease doctors re-
ndering medical assistance to HIV
positive persons at townships and
municipal districts in the Moscow re-
gion on an area basis were appointed
at 46 municipalities.

- Infectious disease doctors rend-
ering medical assistance to HIV pos-
itive persons at municipalities in the
Moscow region on an area basis were
entered into the regional register of
doctors authorized to issue prefere-
ntial prescriptions (2008).

— Provision of medicines for patie-
nts undergoing out-patient treatment
is organized at the places of reside-
nce. Pharmaceutic stations distribu-
ting antiretroviral medications were
organized in all municipalities of the
Moscow region. The system of req-
uests for antiretroviral medications
was implemented; in accordance th-
erewith antiretroviral medications to
pharmaceutic stations are delivered
under requests of municipalities agr-
eed upon with the AIDS Center (2008).

— Delivery of samples of patients’
blood for determination of immuno-
logical status and viral load from mu-
nicipalities to the Clinical Diagnostic
Laboratory of the AIDS Center was
organized (2009).

— Training of government officials
and municipal civil servants in the fi-
eld of HIV infection within the frame-
work of the program of professional
improvement and retraining on the
basis of the State educational instit-
ution for further vocational education,
the Moscow regional training center
"Nakhabino" was carried out (2009).

— Early PCR-diagnostics for chi-
Idren born by HIV positive mothers
was implemented for the purpose of
timely prescription of antiretroviral th-
erapy, and to enable earlier deregistr-
ation of HIV negative children (2010).
Owing to complex measures taken
in the Moscow region for prevention
and treatment of HIV infection, mo-
rtality from HIV infection decreased
from 3.6% in 2008 to 3.0% in 2010.

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Prevention of drug misuse by non—
adults

Voluntary express—testing for the
purpose of early detection of narcotic
drugs consumers has been conduct-
ed in the Moscow region starting from
2005 within the framework of annual
preventive medical examination of
pupils of professional education ins-
titutions. The work is executed within
the framework of fulfilment of the Law
of the Moscow region "Prevention of
drug addiction and toxicomania in
the territory of the Moscow region”,
which was passed on 17.01.2005 (No.
10/2005-02Z). The survey procedure
was developed by experts of the Mi-
nistry of Public Health of the Moscow
region.

26,775 pupils of State education-
al institutions of primary and seco-
ndary professional education in the
Moscow region were tested in 2010.
The share of children leading a he-
althy life increased. Over the period
of testing of pupils since 2005 the
number of narcotic drug consumers
among pupils of professional educat-

ion institutions decreased by a factor
of 2.1 and amounted to 2.1% of the
number of examined children.

Following the results of testing
in 2010, over 70% of detected con-
sumers, harmful consequences for
whose health were disclosed, were
registered for preventive purposes,
and individual preventive work with
them was executed. Besides, at edu-
cational institutions, wherein the high
rate of narcotic drugs consumption
among minor children was detected,
groups of children from the high-risk
group were formed for conduction of
repeated preventive work by both te-
achers and personnel of drug rehab-
ilitation institutions.

Within the framework of testing in
2010 over 400 lectures were given,
over 100 conversations and semin-
ars for teachers, pupils and parents
were conducted by mental physicians
and narcologists at educational ins-
titutions (schools, colleges, training
schools, technical colleges). Those
lectures involved not only issues of
consumption of narcotic drugs, but
also the issues of consumption of ot-
her psychoactive substances.

The similar work was started at
some municipalities for detection of
users of narcotic drugs among pupils
of senior forms.

The work on professional improv-
ement of personnel of education and
public health institutions executing
directly preventive work at educati-
onal institutions was continued. Ex-
perts of the Ministry of Public Health
and the Ministry of Education of the
Moscow region conducted numerous
seminars and meetings.

Vaccinal prevention

Vaccination of the population is
one of the most important and econ-
omically viable measures for preve-
ntion of virulent diseases controlled
by means of specific immunoproph-
ylaxis.

The plan for vaccination of childr-
en against diphtheria was fulfilled at
the rate of 101.5% in 2010, which is
higher by 2.2% than the level of 2009;
the plan for revaccination was fulfilled
at the rate of 99.3% (98.3% in 2009).

102.3% of the planned number of
children were vaccinated against po-
liomyelitis in 2010 (third application
was made for 718,647 instead 70,2-
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34, which was planned); the plan for
vaccination against poliomyelitis was
fulfilled in 2009 at the rate of 95.3%.
The plan for revaccination against
poliomyelitis measles was fulfilled in
2010 at the rate which is higher by 7%
than the same in 2009.

For the Moscow region as a who-
le the coverage with vaccination of
children at the age of 12 months and
revaccination at the age of 24 months
was 96.6%.

The plan for vaccination against
measles was fulfilled in 2010 at the
rate of 99.7%, which is higher than
the level of 2009 (98.4%). 68,484 ch-
ildren at the age of 6 years were re-
vaccinated against measles (98.7%
of the planned number), which is hi-
gher by 1% in comparison with 2009.
The plan for vaccination against epid-
emic parotitis was fulfilled at the rate
of 100.5%, revaccination was carried
out at the rate of 99. 7%. The plan for
vaccination against rubella was fulfil-
led at the rate of 99.9% in 2010, which
is higher by 7.4% in comparison with
2009.

The plan for prophylactic vaccina-
tion of children against viral hepatitis
"B" was fulfilled at the rate of 98.3%
in 2010.

The plan for vaccination against
tuberculosis was fulfilled at the rate
of 99.9%, which is higher by 3.6%
than the same in 2009. 86.6% of child-
ren at the age of 7 were revaccinated
(85.7% in 2009); the same was done
for 71.79% of children at the age of
14-15 (79.3% in 2009).

Thus, characteristics for the se-
ction "Vaccinal prevention" are wi-
thin the prescribed limits: the level
of coverage with vaccination for all
nosological entities is at least 95%,
no children suffering from measles,
diphtheria or poliomyelitis were det-
ected from 2009 to 2010.

stations in 9 towns and at the Prio-
ksky terrace state natural biosphere
reserve. Air pollution is determin-
ed according to daily averages and
maximum one-time value of emiss-
ion concentration in atmosphere (in
mg/m3). The state of atmospheric air
pollution is estimated by comparison
of measured concentration with res-
pective maximum allowable concen-
trations (MAC) substance in the air
of inhabited localities. On evidence
derived from observations in 2010 the
level of atmospheric air pollution in
towns of the Moscow region is esti-
mated mainly as higher than normal.
Atmospheric air pollution in towns
of the Moscow region is connected
mainly with elevated concentration
of benzpyrene, formaldehyde and
nitrogen dioxide (average annual co-
ncentrations of harmful substances
are 1-2 MAC d.m.). The main causes
of atmospheric air pollution are high
transportation loads on highways and
streets of inhabited localities, the st-
ate of highways, emission from fuel
combustion in the course of heat and
electric power generation.

Over 8 million tons of solid dom-
estic waste (SDW) is produced an-
nually in the region; over 5 million
tons of SDW arrive from Moscow.
The waste formed and placed in the
region contain about 1.7 million tons
of scrap paper, 400 thousand tons
of plastics, 170 thousand tons of
textile, 110 thousand tons of glass,
85 thousand tons of ferrous and 6
thousand tons of non—ferrous scrap
metal, 46 thousand tons of timber, 24
thousand tons of rubber and leather.
The hydrological regime of water bo-
dies in the Moscow region is typical
for this climatic zone. The part of ann-
ual run-off coming through rivers du-
ring spring floods varies in the range
from 60 to 90%. 1,213 water-storage
basins with the total volume of 1270
million m3 were created in the Mosc-
ow region at rivers and the Channel
named after Moscow.

The characteristic polluting substa-
nces in water bodies are nitrogen and
phosphorus compounds, suspended
and organic substances, oil products,
synthetic surfactants, heavy metals.
Quality of water in water courses
and water reservoirs is estimated in

terms of the specific combinatory
water contamination rate (in accord-
ance with methodological instructive
regulations RD 52.24.643-2002) with
quality grades 3 and 4. No cases of
extreme high pollution of surface
water bodies were registered in 2010
in the territory of Moscow region.
Over 3.2 km3 of water are used in
circulation supply systems of ente-
rprises in the Moscow region. Acc-
ording to the last data from statisti-
cal reporting, saving of fresh water
according to 2-tp form (waterworks)
is 80%. 2059.01 million m3 of waste
water, including 1306.68 million m3 of
contaminated water, were discharged
into water bodies of the Moscow re-
gion in 2010.

The environmental situation is sta-
ble as a whole in the Moscow region.
If the wildlife population is consider-
ed as an indicator of the state of the
environment of the Moscow region
then it should be pointed out that it
increased even in the conditions of
the summer heat wave of 2010. The
populations of such wild hoofed an-
imals as wild boar and roe deer inc-
reased in the territory of the Moscow
region in 2010 by one thousand anim-
al units respectively, the same of elks
was increased by 200 animal units.
A positive trend in the development
of demographic situation was formed
in the Moscow region. The population
of the region grows permanently. Ac-
cording to the data from the last cen-
sus, the population of the region is
7092.9 thousand people (urban pop-
ulation is 5680.9 thousand people,
and rural population is 1412.0 thous-
and people). In percentage terms this
figure is 107.2% in comparison with
2002. The birth rate increased, as well
the ratio between the number of iss-
ued birth certificates and the number
of issued death certificates, which
increased up to 71.3% (69.8% in 2009).
The Moscow region possesses a
well-formed network of specially pr-
otected natural sites (SPNS) reflecti-
ng in a representative manner natural
diversity within the region. SPNS of
federal, regional and local significan-
ce occupy jointly about 5.3% of the
territory of the Moscow region. The
network of existing SPNS of regional
significance includes 240 objects with
the total area about 170 000 ha: 160

state nature reserves and 80 natural
monuments. There are over 2000 sp-
ecies of plants in the Moscow region.
Over 300 bird species were register-
ed in the region. 718 rare species of
organisms, including 20 mammals, 68
birds, 10 fishes, 320 backboneless,
231 plants, 59 mushrooms and liche-
ns are described in the Red Book of
Moscow region (published in 2008).
43 solid domestic waste (SDW) land-
fills with the total area of 700 ha exist
in the territory of the Moscow region.
A considerable part of the existing
SDW landfills have the filling factor
in the range from 0.7 to 0.9. As of the
end of 2010 the holding capacity of
all landfills in the Moscow region was
23 million tons. Within the framework
of the program of the Government of
the Moscow region "Utilization and
processing of sanitary waste in the
territory of the Moscow region over
the period from 2004 to 2010" five
waste sorting complexes were built,
6 landfills were reconstructed and
reclaimed.

For the purpose of solving of en-
vironmental problems the following
departmental target programs of the
Moscow region operated in 2010:
